Minimum qualifications include a bachelor’s degree in journalism, mass communications or a
closely related field and professional expertise in data journalism or investigative reporting.
Preferred qualifications include a master’s degree in journalism, mass communications or a
closely related field and experience covering stories in diverse communities.
